ALL- ROUND SCHOLARSHIPS

This year, Bishop Tyrrell Anglican College has decided to offer All-round Scholarships for
Students entering Years 3, 5, 7 and 11 in 2010. These All-round Scholarships will be
awarded based on academic performance, Music, Art/Drama, Sport and Community
involvement.

Students who apply for a Scholarship will be required to sit an Academic assessment and
present a portfolio of achievements. The portfolio of achievements may include, but not be
limited to, such areas as arts, music, sport, dance, competition results and community
involvement.

The All-round Scholarships may have differing values but come in the form of remission of
tuition fees ranging from 25% to 50%. The amount of the All-round Scholarship will be
determined by the result of the examination and a review of the applicant’s portfolio.

When awarded, an All-round Scholarship will stay in place until the child either leaves the
College or completes Year 12 however, conditions apply and they will be reviewed
annually.

Any student who is currently enrolled in Year 2, 4, 6 and 10 in 2009 may apply.

November 2009
